	Tabula
	Tabula was basically Backgammon.
	The pieces all start on their square 1 and move counter clockwise depending on the roll of your dice while eliminating single pieces and not bunched up pieces. You win when all your pieces reach the end but can be sent to square zero if eliminated.
	It was important because it was a similar and older version of Backgammon.

	Nine Men Morris
	The game came from the Roman Empire.
	The players start with nine pieces that move with the intersections and to win you have to leave the opponent with less than three players or no legal moves. 
	It was important because it was a first in abstract strategy.

	Caculi
	It is referred as the Game of Stones.
	The first person to line up five pieces orthogonally or diagonally wins and it is illegal to do a “double open-ended three” unless they are forced and if the board becomes filled, it’s a draw.
	It is important because it is like Five in a row and resembles Connect 4.

	Duodecim Scripta
	Duodecim Scripta means 12 lines of the Philosophers.
	The rules of the game are that two players sat across from each other and would move their pieces depending on the value of the throw of the three dices. The winner would be the one who could get all the pieces onto the final square. If your piece lands on a space with one enemy, that piece would return to square one and if there is more than one of the opponent’s pieces then that space can’t be occupied.
	It is important because it shows that it was popular in Rome.

	Tesserae
	The opposing sides all would equal to seven.
	It has the rule of dice.
	It is important because it showed that Roman dice and modern dice were different.

	Knucklebones
	It was apparently used by the Greek Gods.
	It is like the rules of Jack.
