Ancient Games
1. When and where was the Royal Game of Ur played? The Royal Game of Ur was played in Mesopotamia before 2600 BC.
2.  Describe the Royal Game of Ur: The Royal Game of Ur predates Backgammon and is played with two sets of seven markers and three pyramidal dice.
3. Where did the game of Senet originate? The game originated in Ancient Egypt.
4. Describe how Senet was played: The game was played on a board of 30 squares, trying to get your pieces on the board and making them into an S-shape pattern, and again off at the far end.
5. What is the Latin translation for Tabula? The Latin translation of tabula is Table or Board.
6. What did the ancient Romans call Tabula?  The ancient Romans called it Alea.     What is the translation? Its translation is gambling.
7. Read through the rules of Tabula.  We will be playing this game…. Do you think this game will involve mathematical skills and strategy? This game will require some skill and strategy but it will mostly require luck.
8. Describe Nine Men Morris: The game Nine Men Morris came from the Roman Empire and it’s a strategy game for two players. Each player has nine pieces which are supposed to be men that move with the board’s 24 intersection. The goal of the game is to leave the opposing player with either 3 pieces left or make them not able to do any more legal moves.
9. What does Caculi’s translation mean? Caculi’s translation means stones or pebbles or counters.
10. Describe the game of Duodecim Scripta: The game of Duodecim Scripta is to move all your pieces starting on the beginning square to the final square while possibly knocking back opposing pieces if it’s on a square by itself and not if they are stacked. The movements of the pieces are determined by the roll of 3 dice which would determine how much a piece would move.
11. Distinguish between teserae and tali: The difference between tesserae and tali is that on is marked on all six sides and the other has only four marked sides and two blank spots.
12. What is the difference between Roman dice and the dice we use today? The difference between these dice and the Roman dice where that the Roman dice were made so that any two opposite sides would add up to 7.
13. What modern board game is Terni Lapilli identical to? The game Terni Lapilli is similar to Tic-Tac-Toe.
14. What are examples of “treasures” that could be won from playing Patole? The treasures that could be won are blankets, stones, or food.
15. What modern games does the Ancient Ball Game stadium remind you of? The Ancient Ball Game reminds me of a cross of soccer and basketball, using the no hands rule but aiming it to a fixed hanging goal like basketball.
16. What is the Arabic translation for Mancala? The Arabic translation is naqala which means “to move.”
17. Compare the Lucky Sixes game found in Egypt with that found in Britain: The Lucky Sixes games in Egypt and Britain were basically the same except that the designs were a little bit different and that one has five dices and the other has three dices.
18. What modern board game is Shatranj similar to? The game Shatranj is very similar to the modern game Chess popular.
19. What group of nomadic people spread the game of Tafl? The person’s responsible for spreading Tafl was the Vikings.
20. What is the translation for Liubo? The translation for Liubo is sticks.
21. Chaturanga is an ancient form of what modern game? The game of Chaturanga is an ancient form of Chess. 
22. What is the translation for Chaturanga? The translation of Chaturanga means an army comprising 4 parts.
23. Where did Go originate? The game Go originated from China 2000 years ago.
24. What modern game is Seega similar to? The game Seega is similar to the modern game Checkers.
